Examples of School – Community Partnerships


 

Many businesses and community organizations have already adopted at least one of our public schools.  Partners are at work in our city's schools year round, improving student achievement in a number of highly effective and creative ways:
 

· UW Retirees adopted Midvale/Lincoln Elementary School by providing funds to help build the Individual School Endowment as well as volunteering to work one-on-one with students.  Volunteers also serve as ‘classroom grandparents,’ help in the library and provide child care so that parents are able to attend student-teacher conferences.
